Coming from the north (from Everett, Mukilteo) 

From I-5 South, take EXIT 181 Lynnwood/196th St. SW.  

Merge onto 196th St. Proceed WEST for about 2 miles, crossing Highway 99.  

Turn LEFT on 68th St.   Drive about 2 blocks, passing campus transit center.   

At 204th St.  turn LEFT onto campus.  Continue WEST to the rear parking lot.   

Triton Union Building will be immediately north of the parking area. 

 

Coming from the south (from Shoreline, Seattle) 

From  I-5 North, take EXIT 181 Lynnwood/ 44th Ave. W.  

Turn LEFT onto 44th Ave. W.    

At the first light make a LEFT onto 200th St. SW.  

Proceed WEST on 200th St. for about 2 miles, crossing Highway 99.  

Turn LEFT on 68th St.   Drive about 1 block, passing campus transit center.     

At 204th St.  turn LEFT onto campus.  Continue WEST to the rear parking lot.   

Triton Union Building will be immediately north of the parking area.

If coming from the south (from Everett, Lynnwood) 

Drive NORTH on I-5 

Take the WA-528 E exit, EXIT 199, toward MARYSVILLE 

Turn RIGHT onto 4th St /WA-528.   

Continue EAST appr. 1 ½  miles, through 3 lights, passing Grandview Village. 

Turn LEFT onto 60th Dr. NE, arrive at 6420  60th Dr NE. 

 

Coming from the north (from Stanwood, Arlington) 

Drive SOUTH on I-5 

Take the WA-528 E exit, EXIT 199, toward MARYSVILLE/TULALIP. 

Stay STRAIGHT to go onto ramp.  Turn LEFT onto 4th St/WA-528.  

Continue EAST appr. 1 ½  miles, through 3 lights, passing Grandview Village. 

Turn LEFT onto 60th Dr. NE, arrive at 6420  60th Dr NE.
